WOW starter:
Wow starter - Literacy 1:

See session 1 of the teaching unit. Children to arrive to class to find some boxes/ crates with
tarpaulin over them. Also place tape around the structure with yellow footprints going towards the
structure.

by going out with clipboards and pencils. What questions do they have? Chn to work in pairs to
