	Wow starter – Geography
WALT: Name and locate the world’s seven continents.
WALT: Identify the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles.
Locate and learn to name and locate the world’s 7 continents. Identify the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles. Discuss the different places that Bingo Bear could visit. Why would these places be good for him to visit? What would be the barriers? Children to draw Bingo Bear visiting one of the 7 continents. They should then explain why this would be a good place for Bingo to visit.

Wow starter –Cultural Awareness
WALT: Explore different creation stories from different cultures around the world.
Explore different creation stories from different cultures and around the world – Christian, Hindu and Chinese. Children to act out one of these creation stories. How are they the same? How are they different? Share the front cover of the book. How does this make them feel? What do they think this story will be about? Link to the creation stories explored.
S&L – Understand the need to talk in a different way to different people. Look at cultural similarities and differences. Children to act out the stories. They should consider how they communicate and behave.
Wow Starter - Art
WALT: Explore using marbling inks to create artwork based on Earth.
Look at different photos of space. Observe the surfaces of the planets. What colours would be appropriate? Marbling – exploration of technique of using marbling inks to then create the plant Earth.  Discuss how the ocean meets the sky. Make links to the new text and the front cover.

Lesson 1 - The Parable of the Unmerciful Servant

WALT: Understand the parable of the unmerciful servant and explain what this tells us about forgiveness.

What does forgiveness mean? What do you think is the meaning of this parable? Have you ever needed to say sorry?

Revise what is special about parables? Remind pupils they are stories with special meanings.

What was Peters question? (How many times should I forgive?) Why do you think he asked this question?

What answer did Jesus story give? S&L – Children to take on the role of leader when role playing the story in groups. 
In Topic Books: Children to draw a story map for this parable, with speech bubbles for what people are saying.

	Text 1 – Ocean Meets Sky – Week 2.

	Statistics

	Forest School
WALT: Tell the time using natural materials.

WALT: Create a picture using natural materials.

Children enter fire circle in a line and sit on next available log. Discuss fire safety, role of flags & what to do if whistle blows.
Explain children are going to make a sundial using natural materials. Discuss objects that could be used, how many hours do we need? What could we use to mark these? Explain how a sundial uses shadows to show time. Working in groups of four, children go to wild area to find sticks and stones or other objects. They create their sundials using a long stick in centre. What time is it now?
Explain children are going to make collages of a planet. What could you use? Tell children they need to collect natural materials and use sticks to make a picture frame. Children work in small groups to collect natural materials in trays.
S&L - Vocabulary – Use words from one experience to link to other experiences. Ask the children to use their senses to describe what they can see and how it makes them feel. Use the template with STC.
 They return to area by shelter to create their pictures. Children work together as a group. Taking turns to lead activity using own ideas or following other’s ideas & instructions. Children, firstly tie corners of frame using lashing and double knots. Then they use their collected natural materials to create their planet. Why have you used those materials? Which planet have you made? How do you know what it looks like? Children drink squash sat around fire circle.
Resources: sticks for frames (4 per group) string.
Science

WALT: Investigate the planets in our solar system.

WALT: Understand day and night processes through the exploration of the planet’s rotation.
Ask the children to name the planets in our solar system. Discuss a mnemonic to help them to remember the names of the planets. Investigate how the planets of the solar system all rotate around the sun. Discuss night day processes - find out why is it dark at night and light in day through exploration of the planet’s rotation.
Children to create an act out how the planets rotate around the sun. Exploration of the difference between planets and moons. What makes a planet a planet?
Explain to the children that this will link to the animation project.

History
Discuss Neil Armstrong. Explain that he is a significant person in history. Ask the children if they have heard of him.

Who was Neil Armstrong? Why is he important? Find out about the significance of the moon landing in 1969, watch the footage from the moon landing.
Children to recreate the moon landing in groups. Adult to photograph.

WALT: Investigate moon craters.
Explore more recent space exploration e.g. the Mars rovers. Research and discuss Female space explorers and Captain Cook – sea explorers.

How is this different from when Neil Armstrong first walked on the moon? How do you think they would have felt?
S&L - Listening and understanding – Ask questions to show active listening. Children to work in pairs to ask and answer questions about what they have learnt about Neil Armstrong. Children to take it in turns to feedback what their partner has said.
Investigate moon craters and think about how you would survive on the moon.

WALT: Design our own model Solar System.

Share pictures of the solar system. Look at the different planets. Discuss learning from previous science lesson. Explain that we will be designing our own model solar system today. We will be making the planets using plasticine. Explain that they will be used to make our stop animation so the children will need to consider this.

Children to draw and label their designs. They should ensure that they record the resources that they will need to use.

WALT: Recognise the physical differences between boys and girls, use the correct names for parts of the body and appreciate that some parts of my body are private.
WALT: Explain what I like/don’t like about being a boy/girl.

RE – Agape

What do Christians believe about love?

Lesson 2 – The Lord’s Prayer.
WALT: Understand the teaching of the Lord’s Prayer and what it tells us about praying forgiving others.
What is a prayer? What does the Lord’s Prayer say about forgiveness? What does this teach Christians about how to live their lives? 
Today we are carrying on thinking about love. What is the special word that the Bible uses for love that cares for anyone? Agape. Show the lord's prayer video - http://request.org.uk/restart/2013/12/10/jesus-teaching-on-prayer/
S&L – Understand the need to talk to different people in different ways. Children to consider the story and think about how they would explain this to a variety of people. Children to consider the messages of the story and how they can best communicate them.   

Activity:

Discuss the key questions for the session. Explain pupils are going to draw pictures to go with phrases from the prayer on A3 sheets. Discuss suitable pictures for each phrase: 

Our Father: eg decorate the words special, holy, God is great, awesome 

Your kingdom come: eg peaceful scenes 

Give us this day: eg pictures of food, water 

Forgive us our sins: eg friends and people making up 

Lead us not onto temptation: eg a speech bubble with someone shouting and then crossed out. 

Remind pupils this next part is not in the Bible but has been added over the years 

For yours is the kingdom: eg decorate words kingdom, power, glory
End the session by asking: What is a prayer? What does the Lord’s Prayer say about forgiveness? What does this teach Christians about how to live their lives?

	Text 2 – Dear Earth – Week 1.

	Consolidation/Revision.

	Forest School

WALT: Make a 3D world/globe.
Children enter fire circle in a line and sit on next available log. Discuss fire safety, role of flags & what to do if whistle blows. Show children a globe. Which are the main colours you can see on a globe? What does each colour represent? Discuss the names of the 5 oceans & 7 continents, looking for each one on globe. Where is the equator? The North Pole/Arctic? South Pole/Antarctica? Where are the warmest areas in the world? The coldest?

Explain children are going to make a globe using a balloon & paper maiche working in small groups of 3 to 4 children. Children rip up scrap paper. They soak strips for a few seconds in watered down pva glue in trays. Then wrap the balloon in as many layers as possible, making sure the layers are even. Balloons to be hung up to dry for following week. Remind children of main colours of the globe, green & blue. Explain children are going to paint their globes next time. Children return to fire circle to drink squash.
Resources: globe blown up, round balloons, string (for hanging up) scrap paper, watered down pva glue, trays.
Computing – Multimedia 2 Animate my Animal – Lesson 1
WALT: Use technology to organise and present my ideas in different ways.

WALT: Save and open files on the device I use.

Use J2E code to introduce animation. Give the pairs time to explore the software. How can you make something move? Prompt as required. Some will work out what they can do by themselves.
Ask them to:

-Click on ‘stickers’ to select an object

-Click the ‘edit background’ tab and choose background

-Click on the frame number and then ‘copy frame’

-Move object by dragging

-Click on copy frame and repeat as required

-Click play to watch your animation

-Let children have time to explore what they can create.

Children to use their knowledge of Neil Armstrong to plan a stop motion animation of the moon landing or the rotation of the planets. Children to story board their stop animation.
Geography
WALT: Explore the layers of the Earth – core, mantle and crust.

WALT: Understand what the equator, hemisphere and poles are and where they are located.

Watch video of Earth from space. Look at globe - Discuss shape, colours, land/sea. Name different layers – core, mantle crust. Introduce terms – equator, hemisphere, poles. Introduce the use of a grid map

WALT: Create our own model solar system using plasticine.
Create and make a model Solar System using their designs. Create a plasticine plant earth showing the core, mantle and crust. Cut the Earth in half to see the layers.

Children will use this to create their stop animation in Computing.

Evaluation of the project. What went well? What could we do better next time? What were the barriers? Were the resources useful? Is it accurate and true to their designs?

WALT: Paint our papier mâché globes.

Children enter fire circle in a line and sit on next available log. Discuss fire safety, role of flags & what to do if whistle blows. Remind children of globes created from papier mâché previous session. Show ‘globe’. Explain children need to paint their group globes using ready mixed paint & thin brushes. Show class globe. Which are the main colours? What do they represent? Discuss seven continents & five oceans. Where would we find them on the globe? Where is the South Pole/Antarctica? The North Pole/Arctic? Which colour could we paint these?
Children work in their groups to paint their globes. Look at other group’s globes. What looks the same? What is different? Why do you think that has happened?
