Week 2 - Can we make a bridge to cross the river?
Children enter fire circle in a line and sit on next available log. Discuss fire Week 3 -
Week 1 - safety, role of flags & what to do if whistle blows. Explain children are going
to make a bridge to cross the river using crates. Children move to wild area
at side of fire circle. Show children rope 'riverbanks,’ explain children can use
crates to help them. In 3 different groups, children work out how to cross
the 'river’ using crates. Ask children: How will you use the crates to help you? :
No Session Explain the children need to pass crates along a line in front of them until all No Session
children are stood on a crate, they then need to pass the last crate along the
line to the front and all move up a crate. Children continue until all children
are over the river. If time allows children make their way back across the
‘river.’ Can they complete the task faster than before? Children go to log
tables to drink hot chocolate. Ask children: why was the task tricky? What
could you have done differently?

Resources: Crates x 30, 2 ropes. No week 6

Week 4 - Which graffiti shall we draw?

Children enter fire circle in a line and sit on next available log.
Discuss fire safety, role of flags & what to do if whistle blows. Week 5 -
Discuss class, focus artist, Banksy. What kind of art does he
create? Where does he create it? Explain children are going to
work in pairs using playground chalk to create their own
graffiti art on the large frames & wall in the Sensory Garden.
Children move to the Sensory Garden. No Session
Children get into 2 /3s & then decide what they are going to
draw. Discuss Bridgwater Docks. What does it look like? What
kind of buildings are there? Discuss drawing the Docks. Explain
their art will stay on the wall for a few days or even weeks
then will eventually be washed away by the weather. Children
create their artwork. As a class, look at the different pictures.
Why do you like it? Children return to sit on logs in the fire
circle to drink their hot chocolate.
